The property has a long history of human
influence including farming, pastures,
logging, and even the mining of granite
and sand. Evidence of stone walls, wells,
stone foundations, and sand pits are all
along the hike. The land trust maintains a
view of Lower Bay and Robbins Ridge with
a bench at the summit of Ladies Delight
Hill (accessed by the red trail spur).
